Important information when timing at away meets
· When timing at an away meet, it is helpful if you wear a Coho shirt.
· A timers meeting takes place near the end of warm-ups for each session. If you are timing in the first shift at the beginning of a session, you must attend the timers meeting. The meeting is usually held on deck around 20-30 minutes before the start of the session. Listen to announcements during warm-ups for where to go and when for the timers meeting. 
· All timers, regardless of shift, should listen to the announcements to ensure that indeed Coho is being asked to cover a lane. If Coho is NOT being asked to cover a lane, then you do not need to time for this meet (unless you want to of course!) 
· If Coho is being asked to cover a lane, then the timers of the first shift need to attend the timers meeting and should identify themselves to the Head Timer/Official as being from the Coho Swim Club.  Ensure that you are paired with the other Coho parent timer and cover a lane together.
· If you are timing during a later shift you do not have to attend the timers meeting. Should you want to attend the meeting anyway, be sure that you don’t get assigned to a lane immediately; make sure that the head timer and other Coho parent timers know you are a relief/back-up timer.
· If you are assigned to time during a later shift as a relief/back-up timer, make sure that you only relieve a Coho parent. If you are not acquainted with the parent you are relieving you can look for a parent wearing a Coho shirt, or ask the Head Timer which is Coho’s lane, or let the Head Timer know that you are a relief timer only for Coho. You can also ask other Coho parents in the stands to help you identify who you are relieving.
· If you are unable to cover your assigned shift, it is your responsibility to find a replacement either before the actual meet or by talking to other Coho parents in the stands that day.
· We try to split up the shifts so that if each parent covers his/her assigned shift then no one will have to time very long. Also, being on deck can sometimes be a lot more fun than sitting in the stands for 4 plus hours!
· Shifts are divided by event number so please pay attention and make sure you report to the deck promptly.
